COLLEGE ESSAYS: THE COMMON APPLICATION SETS 500-WORD LIMIT ON MAIN ESSAY

Essays are an important part of the college admissions process because they provide an opportunity for students to showcase their
personality and their spirit to the admissions committee. However, for this very reason writing an essay is often one of the most challenging
part of an application; students must memorably express themselves in a small amount of space.

The essay component of the Common Application, an undergraduate admissions application that is accepted by 415 colleges and
universities across the US, has been unlimited in length for the past four years. However, Common App recently announced its decision to
place a limit of 500 words on its main essay. This change means that students will be forced to be more concise when writing their essays
and must clearly communicate their opinions, ideas, and writing skills within the space of 500 words. Students will still have a choice of six
different essay prompts for the essay.
